including. Govemment.Owned andor Contolled Corporations, Government Financing.
Institutions, State Universties and Collges, and Local Government Usit. The procedures and
practices presnted in this document have been developed through broad experience, and arc
for mandatory use i projects tht are firanced in whole or in pat by the Government of the
Philippines or any foreign government/foreign or interational financing insitution in
sccordance with the provisions of the 2016 revised Implementing Rules and Regulations of
Republic Act No. 9184

“The Bidding Documents shall clearly and adequately define, among others: () the
objectves, scope. and expected outputs and/or resuls of the proposed coniract o Framework
Agreement, as the case may be; (i) the ligiblity requirements of Bidders; (i) the expected
contractor Framework Agreement duration, the estimated quantity i the case of procurement
of goods, delivery schedule andor time frame; and (iv) the obligations, dutics, and/or functions
of the winning bidder.
