Aset of precise and clear specifcations is aprerequisite for Bidders to respond realistically
‘and competitively to the requiremens of the Procuring Entty without qualifying thei Bids.
Inthe context of Competiive Bidding, the speciications (e production/delivery schedule,
manpower requirements, and afler-sales servicelparts, descriptions of the los o tems) must
e prepared (0 permit the widest possible competion and, a the same time, presen a clear
satement of the required standards of workmanship, materlals, and performance of the.
‘goods and services 0 be procured. Only Ifthis Is done will the objectives of transparency.
equity,efficiency. fairess, and economy in procurement b realized, responsiveness of bds
be ensured, and the subsequent task of bid evaluation and post-qualification faclitated. The
specifications should requie that all tems, materials and accessories (o be included or
incorporated inthe goods be ne, unused, and o the most recent or current models, and that
they include or incorporate all ecent improvements in design and materials unless otherwi
provided in the Contract.

Samples of specifications from previous similar procutcments are useful in this respect. The.
e of metrc units is encouraged. Depending on the complexity of the goods and the
tepetitiveness of the type of procurement, it may be advaniageous o standardize the General
Technical Specifications and incorporate them in @ Separate subsection. The General
‘Technical Specifications should cover all clases of workmanship, materials, and equipment
commonly involved in manufacturing similar goods. Deletions or addenda should then
adapt the General Technical Specifications o the partcular procurement

Care must be taken in drafting specifications to ensure that they are not restrictive. In the
specification of standards fo equipment, material, and workmanship, ecognized Phillppine.

Where other particular
standards are used, whether national standards or other standards, the specifications should
state that equipment, materals, and workmanship that meet othes authoritative standards,
‘and which ensure a least a substantially equal quality than the standards mentioned, will
also be acceptable.

Philippines or any foreign governmentforeign or international financing institution in
accordance with the provisions of the 2016 revised Implementing Rules and Regulations of
Republic Act No. 9184,

‘The Bidding Documents shall clearly and adequately define, among others: () the
